Description of Proposed Action

Replacement of storm sewer piping and culvert east and south of the parking lot would include selective demolition of existing area
and grading along both sides of a new headwall to repair the streambank slope that has washed out, install rip rap at outlet, steel
weir fabrication and installation, and grass restoration.

Description of Affected Environment

The culverts are located adjacent to Building 201 at Argonne National Laboratory, located in DuPage County, IL. A limited area of a
wetland would be impacted by re-grading of the stream bank and riprap placement into the stream bed at two locations, east and
south of Building 201. This would affect Argonne wetland ID#207 and a branch of Sawmill Creek, which drains to the Des Plaines
River.
