The
major interface between the system and the environment are the foundations. Foundations
will likely be driven piles into the local soil. There will likely be very little, if any, excavation
of soils on the site. If there is any excavation, soils will remain on the site. Excavation, if
any, is expected to be less than 1 foot deep. The systems connect into the existing utility
grid. Typically the systems are designed to minimize the addition of electrical grid
infrastructure to connect the solar array to existing non-renewable energy sources.
