Description of Proposed Action

This scope of work (SOW) focuses on the installation of fiber optic cabling and supporting infrastructure through the Argonne
outside cable plant conduit system and terminate the fiber optic cabling at the demarcation point at Argonne building 541C. This is
part of a larger project which involved the installation of an 3-1.25, HDPE by directional bore in the city of Willowbrook, Darien and
Lemont lllinois. This overall project is being managed by Berkley DOE, see Berkley DOE NEPA attached. Directional boring work
would take place along the roadway in previously disturbed areas. It would start from the existing AT&T MH at NW corner of W.
63rd St & Claredon Hills Rd., Willowbrook, IL going south along Clarendon Hills Rd. to 91st., going west along 91st. to S. Cass
Ave. going south along S. Cass Ave. to an existing handhole at SE corner of S. Cass Ave., and Argonne CT. an installation of 30"
x 48" handholes along the route, see location from 91st down Cass Ave on drawings: "ESnet - Crown Castle Argonne Build Cass
Avenue Connection" attached. From here an installation of approx. 1,970' of Fiber Optic Cable, fed through handholes within 1"
inner-duct. Installation of one new handhole, all other handholes are existing. See attachment "Argonne Labs Fiber
Pull_4.08.2021" for route. Route starts at newly installed handhole and would be terminated at Argonne building 541C. The scope
of this NEPA is to cover all directional boring on Argonne property coming down Cass Avenue and for the scope of work listed in
drawings "Argonne Labs Fiber Pull_4.08.2021" attached. Everything else would be covered under the "ESnet Berkley DOE NEPA
Report" also attached.

Description of Affected Environment

There is roughly 117' of excavation and trenching to run a new innderduct at Cass Avenue at Argonne Boundary line (see 'Argonne
Fiber Optic Pull Drawings' attached for location). This would be in previously disturbed areas adjacent to the roadway. No
Wetlands, threatened or endangered species would be impacted. The remaining work will be pulling fiber in already existing
innderduct. Majority of the work would be performed outside, the cables will be terminated at building 541C indoors.
